EXHIBITION PROPOSALS
The Saginaw Art Museum accepts solicited materials from artists, organizations, and collectors interested in having their work presented in the Museum’s 4,000 square foot Elizabeth H. and Glenn H. Sargent Exhibition Wing gallery. To be considered for an exhibition, please follow these guidelines. 

When to Apply
The Museum’s exhibition schedule is planned a minimum of two years in advance. However, under certain circumstances exhibition proposals will be accepted a year or less in advance of the exhibition.  

Requested Materials

· Description of proposed exhibition:
· Proposed title, main themes, concepts, and target audience, and its relevance to the Museum
· Biographical information

· Resumé or Curriculum Vitae, brief biography, and Artist Statement of each participating artist
· Images of the artwork

· At least 10 digital images representing the work of each artist to be considered for inclusion. 

· All submissions should be submitted on a CD or on a Web site with a checklist of the images.

· Exhibition Details

· Preliminary checklist of the objects to be considered for inclusion. (Please include artist, object title and creation year, medium, dimensions, and insurance values for each object, if available)

· Linear or square feet required and any special environmental concerns (i.e. light levels)

· Indicate if there are support materials available such as label copy, text panels, graphics, publications or other visuals; educational materials for teachers, students, or visitors.

· List plans for possible accompanying programs such as artist(s) lectures, presentations, performances, demonstrations, gallery walks, etc.

· Proposed Schedule

· Provide date availability,  include two weeks for installation and one week for the de-installation

· Exhibition Budget

· Include all known costs to the Museum such as insurance coverage, rental fee, transportation costs, and installation costs.

· Indicate confirmed or potential funding sources, etc.

· Self-addressed, stamped envelope for return of application materials

· Indicate if you wish the Museum to keep the materials for the Archives of Michigan Art.
Review Process
The curatorial staff and program planning committee review proposals on an ongoing basis. Due to the high volume of proposals we receive, applicants will be notified of their exhibition proposal’s acceptance or rejection within three to six months of submission.
